Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

“While I am in the world, I am the light of the world,” said Jesus. In
today’s Gospel, Jesus healed a blind man by mixing clay with His saliva,
placing it on the man’s eyes, and telling him, “Go wash in the Pool of Silo-

am.

The symbols of “clay and saliva” recall the creation of mankind. In the Book of Genesis, we
read: “The Lord formed man out of the clay of the ground and blew into his nostrils the breath of life,
and so man became a living being” (Gen 2:7). Meanwhile, the name of the pool, “Siloam,” in Hebrew
means “being sent.”

Indeed, Jesus could have healed the man immediately without putting clay on his eyes or send-
ing him to wash in the pool. However, Jesus used this healing of the man’s physical blindness to re-
veal a deeper truth about our spiritual blindness. Without Jesus’ life-giving power—without God’s
breath—human beings return to dust.

At the same time, the “process of washing the eyes” signifies the importance of the Sacrament
of Baptism. We must be “washed, sanctified, and reborn through water and the Holy Spirit” to inherit
eternal life. The blind man being sent to the Pool of Siloam— “being sent”—also reminds us that af-
ter receiving God’s grace, we are sent out to proclaim and bear witness to the good things that God
has done for us.

The healing of the blind man reminds all of us, especially during this Lenten season, to re-
member who we are, how we were created, and what precious gift we have received. The truth is that
we were formed from dust and given life through God’s Spirit. Through God’s loving mercy, we are
called to know God, to love God, and to live God who is all in all.
